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Dear Parent/Guardian:

 Of the seven governing board members elected to serve the residents of Phoenix Union High School District, five members represent distinct geographic districts or wards.  Every ten years, Phoenix Union must review the boundaries of its five governing board wards, and if necessary, re-draw those wards in order to keep each ward equal in population without diminishing minority representation. 

A first round of community meetings has taken place to receive public input. Now, members of the public can draw and submit maps through the use of an online mapping program available on the District website at www.phoenixunion.org/redistricting.   The online mapping tool lets users move precincts and neighborhoods from existing wards to create new ward boundaries, while updating the population and demographics of each ward.  The revised maps can be saved and submitted to Research Advisory Services, Inc., the company assisting Phoenix Union with redistricting.  Each map submitted will be considered in the redistricting process.

The online tool will be active until February 20.  There will also be three meetings in March in which the public is invited to attend, including Monday, March 5, where members of the community will be able to review several draft maps and give comment and input. 
 
• Thurs., March 1, 6:30 p.m. - Research Advisory Services, Inc., with its collected community input, will present 4 or 5 alternative maps to the Governing Board at its regular monthly meeting.
• Mon., March 5, 6:00 p.m. - Draft maps will be presented to the community at a public meeting for any and all interested residents to provide their input.  Additional community input will be considered through March 22.
• Tues., March 27, 6:00 p.m. - At a special Governing Board meeting, the Governing Board will adopt one final map, which will be submitted to the Department of Justice.
All meetings will be held at the PUHSD district office, 4502 N. Central Ave., Phoenix, AZ 85012

We hope you will try this unique online feature and become an active participant in the redistricting process.
